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Overview
The participants from the GeoMAPP (http://www.digitalpreservation.gov/partners/states_nc/states_nc.html) project led off the session with a discussion on the role of geospatial and preservation metadata in the archiving of spatial content. They touched on the role of FGDC metadata and project efforts to create crosswalks between FGDC and Dublin Core. They also discussed the differering approaches across KY, NC, and UT to utilizing geospatial metadata in preservation activities.
Shawn Rounds from the Model Technological and Social Architecture for the Preservation of State Government Digital Information Project (http://www.digitalpreservation.gov/partners/states_mn/states_mn.html) discussed their simple XML wrapper for legislative document interchange, use and preservation. The wrapper will enable the preservation and provision of enhanced online access to legislative content, while also allowing them to bring in complementary content (audio, video, digital reports) that are disconnected from the legislative materials themselves.

The draft schema, the accompanying metadata set and examples are being finalized and will be available online shortly. 

Next up was Rebecca Guenther, discussing the Library of Congress’ Metadata for Digital Content project, an effort to develop standards and guidelines for digital content metadata at the Library. The project looks to develop a common set of metadata elements for all digital content at the Library, while analyzing existing descriptive metadata and recommending methods for the creation of metadata for existing digital objects that lack it.
Finishing off, Jane Mandelbaum of the Library of Congress and Uche Ogbuji from Zepheira discussed the NDIIPP project to develop useful practices for metadata as a foundation of a content access demonstration developed with NDIIPP partner content.

During the discussion, some questions arose about the Aquifer guidelines for reusable metadata. Tom Habing of UIUC supplied a URL to the MODS validation service (http://ratri.grainger.uiuc.edu/AAX ), as well as a pointer to the wiki page for the project (https://wiki.dlib.indiana.edu/confluence/display/DLFAquifer/MODS+Guidelines+Levels+of+Adoption).
