DataPASS – approached as one overall network, one community, however one with notably different members, containing different strengths and weaknesses.
- 4 priorities: 
Find social science content, appraise it, find best location for ingest, and most effective ingest method.
- Method of Organization: 

Steering Committee – Meet twice annually, make major decisions for the partnership, made up of one delegate from each of the partners, and LoC staff if appropriate.

Operations Committee – meets every other week to make the short term decisions in the partnership.

How can DataPASS sustain itself without LoC funds as its motive?

Should DataPASS focus more on large partnerships, or multiple, small networks of partnerships?

Martin Halbert:
MetaArchive – 
How MetaArchive began – Composed of two phases, the first research: how much does MetaArchive need to do compared to LOCKSS? The second was development, creating the 3 sections that entail MetaArchive and specifying what they cover.

MetaArchive’s Documents – the 3 sections: Charter which covers background, technical specifications which tells what infrastructure partners need to be eligible to join, and finally membership agreements, which is the bulk of the outline.

Challenges in conception – 

Not a second LOCKSS

LOCKSS doesn’t require inter-institutional agreements, relying on self interest in mutually preserving data everyone subscribes to.

MetaArchive does, the result is more overhead and an independent legal entity to oversee agreements.

Tracey Erwin:
NGDA

-Notably Smaller, then the other two networks, only 2 nodes. 


-Structure of Agreements as follows:


1. Content Provider Agreement – 2 parts, Exhibit A, a static agreement one signs, 
and Exhibit B, which NGDA can change at will and outlines authorized users, 
authorized uses, and management of material for partners.


2. Procedure Manual – Appendix, spells out what partners can do.

Discussion

Q: How are DataPASS agreements related to ICPSR?

A: They are more informal. One can leave ICPSR and still continue the DataPASS agreements, it’s a separate relationship.

Q: Also on confidentiality, how can one replicate data when the data are confidential?

A: We’re still working on that. The problem is complicated further when it is cross-state or cross-country as laws are different in each. Also, for geospatial data, national security could be a problem, to having an archive of a major pipeline, etc.

Q: If one has an item that is in a dark archive, does one announce it?

A: For long term where something isn’t revealed now, but will be legal to reveal in the future one usually announces. In addition, there are gradations of restriction to access such as whether the originals can be accessed, just copies, etc.

Q: Concerning NGDA, you said Exhibit B can be changed, can you elaborate?

A: It lays out that the exhibit will be reviewed at certain intervals and if something is changed, we are required to announce it to all nodes.
Q: Did any of you ever encounter any showstoppers where people just refused to agree?
A: From Myron: Early on in intellectual property rights, there were quite a few disagreements, about once acquired who it actually belonged to, but no absolute showstoppers.

A: Frrom Tracey: Public awareness, one huge private collector when learning that the archive would be publicly accessible backed out.
