· CDL's approach to digital repository systems is fundamentally changing from monolithic single-solution systems into “devolved” services

· Functionally orthogonal

· Focused purpose

· Lower investment means easier to develop and easier to replace

· Composable with other services for multiplicative functionality

· [Brian: Similar to LC's/RDG's shift in approach of the last couple of year's.]

· First service is Storage

· Keep it simple

· No complicated databases

· Build on top of existing well-understood file system

· Minimal “smear” of functionality to make it usable

· Directories and simple text files form control structures

· Similar to BagIt's simplicity

· Buzzwords: Content Access Node (CAN), Pairtree, DFlat, DNatural

· Next service will be Identity

· JHOVE2 is next generation of popular JHOVE software

· Functional improvements

· Performance enhancements

· Re-design of internals for better encapsulation

· What do we have?

· Where is it?

· Who owns it?

· Tracks content across all of Library's environments

· BagIt

· Minimal packaging format for verified data transport

· Excellent community adoption

· New versions continue development

· Minimal functionality for specific purpose

· BIL

· Java Library for Bag manipulation

· For Data Wranglers and Developers

· New BIL 3.0 released

· Bagger

· GUI for creating and manipulating bags

· Brings Bags to a non-technical audience

· LocDrop

· Permits external partners to engage with LC for transfers

· Tracks transfer of content via either physical media or over network
